Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

Matthew 5:27-30    Week of November 26, 2017
1.
Read Matthew 5:27 and Leviticus 20:10. Does the penalty for adultery seem harsh to you? Why or why not? Read Hosea 3:1. How does the picture of God’s relationship with his people as a marriage add to the seriousness of adultery?
2.
Read John 8:1-11. How does the demand of the scribes and Pharisees in v. 4 compare with the penalty called for in the Old Testament (Leviticus 20:10)? What does this difference suggest about their hearts and their motives? Do you think Jesus’ answer minimizes the seriousness of the woman’s sin? Explain.

3.
Read Matthew 5:28. How does Jesus’ explanation change the landscape of sexual sin? Read Jeremiah 17:9. How widespread is the underlying condition that is expressed in the physical act of adultery?
4.
Read Matthew 5:29,30. How does the “solution” Jesus offers here underscore the seriousness of sexual sin? Read Matthew 15:19. How does this clarify that Jesus is not calling for literal self-mutilation as a solution to sexual sin? 
5.
Read 1 Corinthians 6:18 & Romans 13:14. If the “real problem” is a heart problem, what value is there in the measures these verses call for? What are some practical ways that we can “put on the Lord Jesus Christ” in our daily lives?
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
