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Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

Genesis 41:1-46                            Week of March 11, 2018 
1.
Read Genesis 41:1-12. What was it about Joseph that led the cupbearer to recommend him to Pharaoh? While in prison, Joseph had interpreted two dreams – one favorable and the other not. Describe a time when you had to tell someone the truth even though it was uncomfortable to do so.

Read Philippians 1:12-14. What does Paul say about his own circumstances when he wrote his letter to the church in Philippi? How does Paul say that the cause of Christ benefited from his (unfair) imprisonment? How did the church as a whole throughout history benefit from Paul’s writing of this letter (as well as his letters to the Ephesians, Colossians and Philemon) while in prison?

How many times in 41:14-32 does Joseph attribute his ability to interpret Pharaoh’s dreams to God? How would this emphasis highlight the contrasts between Joseph’s God and the superstitions of the Egyptians? 

4.
Read Genesis 41:33-46. What qualities did Joseph demonstrate that impressed Pharaoh? Read Jeremiah 29:7 and Colossians 3:17&23,24. How does Joseph demonstrate the attitudes and actions called for in these verses?

Have you ever been in a place or situation where you felt as if you could not do anything to serve God or other people? How can Joseph’s and Paul’s examples be an encouragement to us?
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
