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Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

Genesis 41:46-42:6                            Week of April 8, 2018

Read Genesis 41:39-41. What do you think would be some of the greatest benefits of Joseph’s sudden promotion from prisoner to Prime Minister (opinion)? What difficulties or challenges might have resulted from his promotion?

Read Genesis 41:46-52. How do Joseph’s actions during the next seven years demonstrate his faithfulness to God? To Pharaoh?   


To his family? Read Proverbs 22:29. How does Joseph illustrate the principle taught in this verse? Do you think the principle is absolute? Explain.

Read Hebrews 12:15. How do the names given to Joseph’ s sons demonstrate that Joseph did not harbor bitterness about his past? How do you understand what it means that Joseph “forgot” his past troubles? How can we “let go” of past hurts that we still remember?
4.
Read Job 2:9,10. How is Job’s attitude toward his own suffering different from his wife’s perspective on the same circumstances? Read Matthew 19:29. What does Jesus promise to those who willingly give up good things in order to follow him? Read Mark 10:29,30. What additional “promise” is included here (in v. 30)? Why is it important to remember that Jesus does not promise his follower success without suffering?

Read Genesis 41:53-57. How do these events confirm the accuracy of Joseph’s prediction and the wisdom of his plan to provide for the coming famine? Read Psalm 37:5. How much time passed between Joseph “committing his way to the Lord” and the evidence of the Lord “acting”? What can help us to keep trusting God when his actions don’t follow immediately?
