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Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

       Colossians 2:6,7
1.
Describe a project that you started but haven’t (yet) finished.

2.
Read Colossians 2:6,7. Paul’s description of Jesus affirms his deity (Christ), his humanity (Jesus) and his sovereignty (Lord). What would be missing from our experience of faith if any of these three were not true? In what ways are these truths about Jesus challenged today?
3.
In v. 6, Paul says to continue in our spiritual life (walk) the same way we began it (received Christ). Read Ephesians 2:8,9. What do these verses say about how we “receive” Christ? Read Galatians 3:1-3. How can we tell if we are “continuing” in the same way than we “started”? 
4.
How does v. 7 explain what it means to “walk” in Christ? What difference does it make that the first descriptive term (“rooted”) is in the past tense, while “built up” and “established” both describe present, ongoing action?

5.
 Read Psalm 1:1-3, Matthew 7:24-27 and John 15:4-6. What do each of these passages add to our understanding of what it means to be “rooted, built up, and established”? 
6.
Read 1 Thessalonians 5:16-18. When do you find it difficult to follow these instructions? What difference does it make that Paul includes “thanksgiving” at the end of the list that he gives in v. 7?
