Read Colossians 3:5-7. How “serious” does our culture consider the sins listed in v 5 to be? Read Exodus 20:2-6. What reasons does God give for his prohibition of idolatry? How does the inclusion of “idolatry” in Colossians 3:5 help to explain why God wants his people to take these sins seriously? 
3.
Read Colossians 3:8. Would you consider the sins listed in this verse to be “less serious” than those in v 5? Why or why not? Read Matthew 12:33-37. How would you describe the importance Jesus places on our words? What connection does Jesus make between our words and our hearts?

Read Ezekiel 36:26,27. How does the “new heart” that God promises to give his people affect our ability to obey his commands?  
5.
Read Romans 12:1,2. How can we cooperate with the provision we already have of a new life in Christ? Give an example of what this looks like in “real life.”

How do the commands of Colossians 3:5,8 relate to the instructions in vv. 1-3 to set our hearts and minds on things that are above?
