Do you think it is easier to stay close to God when things are going well or in difficult circumstances? Why?

Read 1 Kings 14:22,23. What were the people of Judah doing that was displeasing to God? Read 1 Kings 15:11-14. What did king Asa get right? Where did he fall short (v 14)? What can we learn from God’s positive assessment of Asa in spite of this “blind spot”?  
3.
Read Revelation 2:18,19. What characteristics of Christ are highlighted in the way he identifies himself to this church? How does the description of the church in Thyatira compare with the descriptions of the other churches Christ has addressed earlier? Are there areas they are doing well where the other churches were struggling, and vice versa?
4.
Read Revelation 2:20-25. What in this passage indicates how serious God considered the false teaching taking place and the people’s participation in the practices that were being promoted? Read 1 Kings 21:25,26. How would identifying the false teacher as Jezebel remove any doubt about what Christ thought of their tolerance of her teachings? Read Mark 9:42 and James 3:1. What do these verses say about the danger false teachers can pose to other believers?

What response does the writer of the message to Thyatira call for on the part of individuals who have been exposed to the false teaching? What does it mean for us to “hold on to what we have”?

Read Revelation 2:26-29 & 22:16. What would the believers in Thyatira find encouraging about the promise given here?
