Describe a situation or experience that turned out to be not as bad as you thought it would be.

Read Revelation 3:1. What stands out to you about the way Christ describes himself to the church in Sardis? Read Isaiah 11:2. How would the qualities of the Spirit described here be helpful to a church like the one in Sardis? Read John 6:63. How does what is described here meet the greatest need of the church in Sardis?

Read Revelation 3:2,3. How would this list of instructions give hope to the church after they read the assessment that they were “dead”? Read 1 Corinthians 3:11-15. How does this help us understand what it means to have “works that are not complete”?

4.
Read 1 Thessalonians 2:13. How does the church described here provide an example of what Christ wants from the church in Sardis? What do you think it means for a church or an individual believer to “strengthen what remains”?  

5.
Read Revelation 3:4-6. How are the promises given here especially appropriate for the church in Sardis? Read Isaiah 1:18, John 10:28 and  Hebrews 7:25. How do each of these verses affirm that our security depends not on us but on Christ and what he has done for us?
