What is one thing that you are good at?

Read Revelation 3:14-17. How would you describe the spiritual condition of the church Jesus is addressing in these verses? What “warning signs” might indicate that a church (or individual believer) is becoming lukewarm in their faith?

Read Matthew 22:34-37. How does Jesus’ answer relate to the kind of faith he wanted from the Laodiceans? Read Matthew 5:3,4. How would the qualities described here lead to the kind of faith Jesus wants the Laodiceans (or us) to have?

Read John 15:4,5. What do these verses say about the danger of depending on ourselves instead of on Christ? What does it mean to “abide” (or “remain”) in Christ?
5.
Read Revelation 3:18-22. How are the resources Christ offers in v 18 different from those that the Laodiceans already have (where do they come from)? Read Isaiah 55:1,2. How can those who are “wretched, pitiable, poor, blind and naked” buy what they need from Christ?

How does the statement about reproof and repentance (v 19) relate to what Christ says before and after it? How would you explain the offer Jesus makes in v 20? What does it mean that Jesus will “eat with him and he with me”?
