       Ephesians 1:1-3

How do you feel when someone treats you better than you expect to be treated?

Read Ephesians 1:1-3. How would you describe the overall theme of this introduction to Paul’s letter to the believers in Ephesus? How does Paul describe the people he is writing to in v 1? The word “saint” is from the same word that means “set apart (by God) for a special purpose.” How do you understand the purpose for which we as believers are “set apart” by God?

Grace is sometimes explained by the acronym “God’s Riches At Christ’s Expense.” Read Romans 3:23-26. How does this passage explain the grace God shows toward us as believers in Christ?

4.
Read Romans 5:1 and John 14:27 & 16:33. What different aspects of peace are described in these verses? Read Philippians 4:6,7. How is God’s peace made active in our lives?

Read 2 Kings 6:8-17. What danger were Elisha and his servant facing? Why was Elisha able to face their circumstances calmly while his servant was afraid? How did Elisha’s servant benefit from seeing the “invisible reality” that was there whether he saw it or not? How can knowing that God “has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places” make a difference in our daily lives?

The blessings Paul talks about are for those who are “in Christ.” Read John 6:35 & 7:37-39. What does Jesus promise to those who come to him and believe in him? Read John 10:27-29. What additional promise does Jesus make to those who place their faith in him?
