Read Ephesians 2:1-3. What words or phrases indicate how serious our problem with sin is? What factors are identified here that influence us toward sin? Read John 10:10. How does this identify the goal of the “thief,” who Paul refers to as the “prince of the power of the air” in Ephesians 2:2? Why are his efforts as effective as they are? What words or phrases in our passage offer hope that the condition described does not have to be permanent?

Read Ephesians 2:4-7. What three things is God said to have done for us? How do these correspond to what he did for Christ, as described in Ephesians 1:20-23?  What reasons are given for God taking his saving action toward us (include v. 7)? How does what God did for us bring glory to himself? How does it make you feel to know that God acts toward you in these ways?

Read Ephesians 2:8-10. What “steps” are listed here in the process of salvation? What part does God play? What responsibility do we have? From this passage alone, how would you explain what grace is?

Read Philippians 2:12,13, & James 2:14-20 & Matthew 5:16. What do these passages add to your understanding of the purpose and motivation for the good works God wants us to do? How can we be sure that our own “good works” are for the right reasons?
