Describe a time when someone said or did something to encourage you. What difference did it make?

Read Acts 16:1-5. This describes the first time that Paul and Timothy met. What are we told about Timothy’s family and his faith? What about Timothy impressed Paul?

Read Romans 16:21, 1 Corinthians 4:17 and Philippians 2:19-23. How did Paul and Timothy each benefit from their relationship with each other? How do they demonstrate the benefits of partnering with others in ministry?

Read 2 Timothy1:1-5. Paul wrote this letter during an imprison-ment from which he did not expect to be released. How does his focus in v. 1 affirm that he did not view his circumstances as a “mistake”? Read 1 John 5:11 and Revelation 21:4. How do these verses help explain the “promise” Paul mentions in v. 1?

How would Paul’s attitude toward his own suffering be an encouragement to Timothy as he faced uncertainties  and hardships? How can we maintain this focus when we face difficulties?
