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Baptism
What  is it?

➢
Baptism is one of the two ordinances, or observances, that Jesus instructed His followers to observe until He returns 


(The other is the Lord’s Supper, or Communion).

➢ 
It is a symbol that pictures physically (in water) what Christ has already done for us spiritually (Romans 6:3,4). 

➢ 
It is a public statement of our commitment to Christ and our identification with His people – “I belong to Him (Christ) and I am one of them (Christians).”

Why  should I?

➢ 
Not in order to receive the gift of eternal life. The Bible does not require water baptism for salvation (and Living Hope does not require water baptism for church membership) (Romans 10:13, John 1:12).

➢ 
Obedience. While baptism is not presented in the Bible as a requirement salvation, it is presented as an expectation for those who have put their faith in Christ – both Jesus Himself and other New Testament authors view baptism as “normal” for those who have trusted in Christ for salvation (Matthew 28:19, Acts 2:41).

➢
Testimony. Whether you are a new believer or have followed Christ for many years, public baptism is a visible statement that clearly lets others know where you stand spiritually.
