1.
Are you more likely to accept help when it is offered, or to try to do something yourself? Give an example.
2.
Read Colossians 2:16,17. What are some examples of religious practices about which believers might judge each other? Read Romans 14:1-13. What reasons does Paul give here for not judging one another? Read Galatians 6:1-4. How can we hold each other accountable without “passing judgment” on others?  

3.
Read Colossians 2:18,19. How might a person’s own spiritual experiences (v 18) cause a believer to “lose their connection” with Christ (v 19)?  How can we guard against allowing other things in our lives to distract us from our dependence on Christ? 

4.
Read Colossians 2:20-23. What reasons does Paul give for not being bound by the kinds of restrictions he lists in v. 21? Read Mark 7:5-13. Why did Jesus criticize the Pharisees and scribes?

5.
Read Mark 7:14-23. What distinction does Jesus make between external actions and the inner person? Read Psalm 139:23,24. Why is this kind of prayer important along with Paul’s teaching about not letting others “pass judgment” on us?
