Read Revelation 2:8. How is the way Christ describes himself here appropriate for a message to a church experiencing severe persecution? Read Philippians 2:6-8. What difference does it make, when we suffer, to know that Christ actually became human and was subject to the same kinds of “real” suffering?
3.
Read Revelation 2:9,10. Which of the different kinds of suffering listed here would you find most troubling to experience? Why? Read 2 Corinthians 8:9 and James 2:5. Do you think that being reminded of these riches would help you to endure suffering? Why or why not?

Read 1 Peter 2:20-23. The suffering being experienced by the church in Smyrna was not “fair.” How can the example of Jesus’ response to his own undeserved suffering be a model for us when we face unfair discrimination? Is this the way we should respond to all injustice? Why or why not? 
5.
Read Revelation 2:11. What do you find most encouraging about the promise given here? What questions do you have about this promise? Read 1 Corinthians 15:20-26. From this passage, what do we know to be true about Jesus? What does the passage say is true about us, if we belong to him?
