Read Revelation 3:7. What does it mean to you that Christ is holy and true? Read Isaiah 46:9-11. How does this clarify the description of Christ as “the one who opens and no one will shut, who shuts and no one opens”? 
3.
Read Revelation 3:8. Why does Jesus commend this church? How would the qualities they are commended for show up in the life of a believer? In the life of a church? Read 2 Corinthians 12:9,10 & Philippians 4:12,13. In light of these verses, do you think Christ’s observation that the church in Philadelphia has “a little power (strength)” is a compliment or a criticism? Explain.

Read John 14:23,24. The church in Philadelphia is commended for its obedience. Is it possible to love Jesus without obeying him? Why or why not?

5.
Read Revelation 3:9-11. How would these promises give comfort and hope to believers facing challenging circumstances? Read John 17:13-15. How does this relate to his  promise to keep the church in Philadelphia “from the hour of testing”?

Read Revelation 3:12,13. How would these promises to “the one who conquers” be especially encouraging to the believers in Philadelphia? How do these promises emphasize the security and permanence of our position as those who belong to God?

Read Ephesians 5:15-17 and Colossians 4:5,6. How do these instructions relate to the “open door” that Christ promised to give the church in Philadelphia? Where might you have an “open door”?
