       Ephesians 1:15-23
1.
How do you feel if someone says they are praying for you?
2.
Read Ephesians 1:15-17. What has Paul heard about the believers in Ephesus? Read Matthew 22:36-40. How are they an example of how to fulfill what Jesus called the greatest commandment? 
3.
Read John 17:3. What does this verse say about how we can know God, and about how important it is to know him? Read John 20:31. What is our source of knowledge about Jesus? 
4.
Read Luke 24:27-31 & 44,45. How do these encounters demonstrate the importance of the Holy Spirit’s role in helping us to fully grasp the truth of things that we already “know”? 
5.
Read Ephesians 1:18-23. “Knowledge” in v17 speaks of relational knowledge; the word “know” in v18 is cognitive knowledge. If we know God personally, why is it also important to have an accurate understanding of spiritual truth recorded in Scripture?
6.
What three areas of spiritual truth does Paul pray for us to have an accurate understanding of (verses 18 & 19)? Why is each of the three areas important for us in living out our faith?

Read 1 Corinthians 15:17-20. How does the demonstration of God’s power in Christ’s resurrection give us confidence to trust God for all of his promises to us?
