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Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

       Mark 11:15-18
1.
Describe a time when you were at a festival or activity that was extremely crowded. What was it like?
2.
Read Mark 11:15-17. These events took place during the week of Passover, when thousands of Jews came to Jerusalem to offer an annual sacrifice at the Temple and to pay their annual Temple tax. What activities are described in the passage? What might the scene have looked like? 
3.
Read 1 Kings 8:41-43. What does the writer say about how non-Jews will be drawn to seek and worship God? Read Isaiah 56:1-8. What kind of worship does God want, and who does he want to be involved in worshiping him? 
4.
If the activities Jesus observed were taking place in the part of the Temple grounds designated for non-Jews, how would those activities have prevented the kind of worship God wants? What kinds of things might believers today do or say that would make it difficult for “outsiders” to find and worship God? What can a church (or individual believer) do to remove those barriers?

5.
How did the religious leaders respond when Jesus confronted them about their activities (v 18)? Why does Mark say they responded as they did? Read Matthew 5:43,44 & 7:28,29. How was Jesus’ teaching different from that of the religious leaders?

What impresses you most from our passage? Do you have any additional observations, insights or questions from the passage that you would like to explore?
