Do you generally prefer the latest technology, or would you rather keep using something that has been around for a while? Why?
2.
Read Ephesians 2:11-13. How does v 11 make it clear that the act of circumcision itself is not what matters? How does the condition described in v 12 compare with what Paul described in vv 1-3? How does the solution described in v 13 relate to what was described in vv 4-6?
3.
Read Ephesians 2:14-18. How does Paul’s explanation in these verses nullify the Jews’ sense of superiority over the Gentiles? Read Philippians 3:4-9. How does Paul’s own experience support the argument he is making to the Ephesians?  
4.
In v 14 Paul says that Jesus IS our peace; then in v 15 he MAKES peace. Why is this progression important? How does this progression relate to our lives and relationships with others? 


Why is it significant that God chose to accomplish this peace by creating a new group instead of asking either group to join the other?  

5.
Read Ephesians 2:19-22. Compare v 19 with v 12. What has happened to result in such a change? What are some of the images that Paul uses to describe the new entity encompassing both Gentile and Jewish believers?
