       Ephesians 3:1-13
1.
What would you identify as one of the greatest cultural challenges faced by Christians in America today? Why?
2.
Read Ephesians 3:1-13. Paul identifies his teaching as a “mystery.” How does v 6 explain what he means by “mystery”? Read Colossians 1:26,27, 2:2, 4:3 and  1 Corinthians 2:7. What do these passages add to our understanding of what the “mystery” is?  
3.
Read Genesis 12:1-3 and Ezekiel 33:11. What do these passages say about God’s desire to reach all people rather than a single nation? How does our passage in Ephesians 3 make it clear that the church was not an afterthought but rather part of God’s plan from the beginning?    
4.
How does the church “make known the manifold wisdom of God” (v 10)? How does knowing this affect the way you view the church (universal and local)?  

5.
Read 1 Peter 1:3. If God revealed a “mystery” through Paul that no one understood previously, how can we be sure that there is not additional truth that has yet to be revealed? What difference does this make in our everyday lives?

What impresses you most from our passage? Are there any additional observations, insights or questions from the passage that you would like to explore??
