       Ephesians 3:14-21
1.
What is something that you would like to see happen which will only happen if God does it?
2.
Read Ephesians 3:14,15. What does it mean to be called by someone’s name? What does it mean that God’s whole family is called by his name? How does this relate to what Paul said in Ephesians 1:14-16?  
3.
Read Ephesians 3:16-19. How would you summarize what Paul is asking God to do for his readers? Read 2 Corinthians 4:16-18. Why is it significant that Paul’s prayer asks for his readers to be strengthened “in their inner being”? 
4.
Read John 14:23 and Romans 8:9&11. What does it mean for Christ to “dwell” in the hearts of his followers? How does this go beyond simply having a saving faith? What is our part in maintaining this close fellowship?  

5.
Read Colossians 2:6,7 and Psalm 1:1-3. How do these passages picture what it means to be “rooted and grounded” as believers? What does it mean when Paul says this rooting and grounding is “in love”? 
6.
According to vv. 20&21, what is God able to do? How does this relate specifically to the theme of unity between believers of different backgrounds that Paul has been discussing?
7.
What impresses you most from our passage? Are there any additional observations, insights or questions from the passage that you would like to explore?
