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Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

       Ephesians 4:7-16
1.
Describe an unusual gift that you have received (or given).
2.
Read Ephesians 4:7-10. Who is the giver and who are the recipients of the gifts (grace) Paul is talking about? Read Philippians 2:5-11. How does this provide a possible explanation for the “ascending” and “descending” that Paul talks about in our passage? What does this description of Christ add to the significance of the gifts that he gives to us? 
3.
Read Ephesians 4:11-13. In what sense are the first two gifts mentioned here “foundational” for the entire church (see Eph. 2:19-22)? How would you explain the purpose of these gifted individuals from what Paul says in v 12? What different characteristics make up the maturity described in v 13?
4.
Read Ephesians 4:14-16. What different images does Paul use to picture maturity? Is the maturity described here a point that we eventually reach, or a process that continues throughout our lives? What difference does it make? 
5.
Read Romans 12:4-8. How does this expand on Paul’s statement in Eph 4:7 that Christ has given gifts to each of us? Read Eph 4:16 again. What does this say about the importance of each of us using the gifts we have received? Do you think it is necessary to identify what your gifts are before you can be involved in serving? Why or why not?

Is there a specific type of ministry that you think you might enjoy trying? Or an unmet need that you are aware of that you might be able to meet? What steps could you take?  
7.
What impresses you most from our passage? Are there any additional observations, insights or questions from the passage that you would like to explore?
