Read Ephesians 6:10-17. How do these verses describe Satan’s power and his strategy in opposing us? What does it mean to be strong “in the Lord” rather than in our own strength? Read 1 Peter 5:8. Why is it important to depend on God’s strength?

Read 1 Corinthians 16:13 and 2 Corinthians 12:9,10. Is there an inconsistency between the command to “be strong” and Paul’s contentment with his own weakness? Why or why not? How can being aware of our own weakness help us rely on God’s strength?
4.
Read Ephesians 6:14-17. Why is it significant that five of the six pieces of armor described here are defensive rather than offensive? How is it important that we are instructed (twice) to put on the full armor of God? 
5.
Read 1 Corinthians 15:1. What does it mean to “stand in the gospel”? How can we know if we are? How does our faith serve as a shield that can “extinguish all the flaming darts of the evil one”? Read Luke 17:6. According to Jesus, how much faith do we need?

Read Matthew 4:1-11. How does Jesus’ example of responding to Satan’s attacks give us a model of depending on God’s strength by using his Word? What practical ways have you found to become more familiar with God’s Word? How can we encourage each other to get into God’s Word when we need his help?
