       2 Timothy 1:6-18
1.
What is something that you feel confident about doing? Why? 
2.
Read 2 Timothy 1:6-8. What are some things about which Christians might be fearful or anxious? Read John 14:27 and Philippians 4:6,7. How can we take advantage of the peace that Christ has promised to give his followers? 
3.
Read Romans 12:6-8, 1 Corinthians 12:7 and 1 Peter 4:10,11. How does the Bible’s teaching about spiritual gifts give us confidence as believers? What impact does it have -on us and on others- if we neglect our spiritual gifts? 
4.
Read 2 Timothy 1:9-14. Make a list of the things Paul says God has done for us as believers. Read Titus 3:4,5, Romans 5:8 and Ephesians 2:5,8,9. How do these passages affirm what Paul wrote to Timothy? Why is it important (for Timothy and for us) to know that Paul both expected and accepted suffering in his own life?

Read 1 Corinthians 15:3,4 and John 17:3. Based on these passages, what would you say is the message we should be able to communicate with others? What “extras” are sometimes added to the gospel that make it more complicated than it needs to be? What must we be careful not to leave out?

Read 2 Timothy 1:15-18. How would it benefit Timothy to be reminded of how these individuals treated Paul? Even though we don’t know anything else about these people, how do their actions help us to guard against having unrealistic expectations? 
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
