       2 Timothy 2:1-13
1.
Describe a fad that you remember from the past. 
2.
Read 2 Timothy 2:1,2. How would you explain the main idea of these verses? Read Joshua 1:7,8. What does this say about the kind of strength we need and where it comes from? Read Philippians 4:13 and John 15:5. Based on these two passages, how would you explain the promise of strength available to us as Jesus’ followers?

3.
Read Matthew 28:18-20. How is Jesus’ instruction similar to what Paul writes in 2 Timothy 2:2? Read Deuteronomy 6:4-7. How does this explain what “passing on our faith” might look like? If the gospel is the most important message of all time, what does it say that God entrusts us to make it known?
4.
Read 2 Timothy 2:3-7. What are some similarities and differences between the three illustrations Paul uses to explain “suffering”? What do you think Paul expected Timothy (and us) to understand by considering (think over, v.7) these examples? What other illustration can you think of that would convey a similar message?
5.
Read 2 Timothy 2:8-13. What is the content of Paul’s gospel according to v. 8? What does it mean that the Word of God is not imprisoned (v. 9)? Read Isaiah 55:11. How can this be an encouragement to us in sharing God’s truth with others? 

6.
Verses11-13 are probably based on a song or poem that was familiar to Paul’s readers. What promises are included for those who believe? Read John 10:25-29. How do Jesus’ words affirm that what Paul says about those who “deny Him” (2 Timothy 2:12) does not apply to believers? What does Jesus promise is true for all who know and follow him?  
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
