Are you naturally more optimistic or pessimistic about the state of our culture? Explain.

Read 2 Timothy 3:1-4. What one word would you use to describe your response to these verses? Read Matthew 22:36-40. How does Jesus’ explanation of the “greatest commandment” compare with Paul’s list of characteristics? Is it possible to eliminate the characteristics in Paul’s list without loving God supremely? Why? 
3.
Read 2 Timothy 3:5-7. How would you explain what it means to have “an appearance of godliness” while “denying its power”? How does the action of these people toward the spiritually immature (vv. 6,7) explain Paul’s instruction to avoid such people? 
4.
Read Colossians 1:28. How does the practice described here offer a solution to the danger posed by those who prey on “weak” believers? Read 1 John 4:1-3. What “test” can we apply from these verses to determine if a teacher is dangerous enough to avoid?
5.
Read 2 Timothy 3:8,9. According to Jewish tradition, Jannes and Jambres were two of the magicians who duplicated some of the miracles Moses performed before Pharaoh. Read Exodus 7:20-22, 8:7, 8:18. How is what Paul says about these two men an encouragement in light of what he has said about difficult times and dangerous people?

Read Matthew 16:18 and Matthew 28:20. What encouragement do these promises offer in light of the times that we live in?
