Do you prefer to use a “real” Bible or an app on your phone or an e-reader? Why? 
2.
Read 2 Timothy 4:1,2. How does v 1 emphasize the urgency of what Paul is about to tell Timothy? How would the two aspects of Christ’s future ministry that are mentioned here add emphasis to what he says? Read John 3:17-21 & 5:22-27. Summarize what we learn here about Christ’s appearing and judgment.

How does the command of v 2 complement what Paul had just written in 3:16,17? How does the rest of v 2 explain what it means to “preach”? What practical ways can you think of to “be ready in season and out of season”? What difference does it make that the instructions include “with complete patience and teaching”?
4.
Read 2 Timothy 4:3,4. Do you find the description in these verses primarily discouraging, or do you also see reason to be encouraged? Explain. It’s easy to see our culture reflected in these verses; how can the issues described here be a problem for “us” as well as for “them”? How do the specific commands in v 2 relate to the false teaching mentioned here? 
5.
Read 2 Timothy 4:5-8. What relationship is there between the four commands in v 5? Read 2 Corinthians 5:18-20. How does the “ministry of reconciliation” explain what it means to “do the work of an evangelist”?  
6.
The word “departure” in v 6 is the same word used in Greek literature for the loosing of a ship from its moorings. What does this image suggest about Paul’s expectation in light of his own impending execution? How does what he says in v 8 relate to what he said in v 1? 
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
