       Luke 4:1-13
1.
What is the longest time you have ever gone without eating? What do you remember about the experience? 

2.
Read Hebrews 4:15. The writer states that Jesus was tempted in every way as we are, yet without sinning. Do you think that Jesus could have given in to his temptation (opinion)? Why or why not?  If not, was his temptation “real”? 

3.
Read Luke 4:1,2. Under what circumstances was Jesus tempted? What was his physical and mental condition at the time? How can our physical and mental condition make us susceptible to temptation? 

4.
Read Luke 4:3-12. What might appeal to Jesus in the first temptation? In the second? In the third? What would be the price to pay if Jesus gave in to the first temptation? To the second? To the third? How are the three temptations similar to each other? How are they different from each other?
5.
How does Jesus respond to each of the three temptations?  How can we apply the same principle in responding to our own temptations?  

6.
Read Luke 4:13. How would you explain the devil’s response at this point? Read Luke 22:3. This is the next time Satan appears in Luke’s gospel. How would this appearance serve as another attack against Jesus? 

7.
Read 1 Corinthians 10:13. Have you found this promise to be helpful or encouraging when you have faced temptation? Explain. Read Hebrews 4:16. How can we apply this in actual practice?
