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Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

Week of February 2, 2020


       Luke 4:14-30
1.
How far do you live from where you grew up? What do you like most about your hometown? What do you like least about it? 

2.
Read Luke 4:14-22. Since the people in Nazareth had heard about Jesus’ teaching and miracles elsewhere before he returned home, what do you think they expected to happen now? (Note: the account described here probably occurred earlier than a similar account described in Matthew 13:53-58 and Mark 6:1-6.) 

3.
Read Isaiah 60:1,2. The Jews understood that Isaiah was writing about the future Messiah. Why might it be significant that Jesus stopped reading after the first phrase of v 2, not including the prediction of God’s vengeance? If the Jews understood the prediction of vengeance to be directed toward their “enemies,” How could Jesus’ omission of this reference have contributed to their anger toward him? How would you describe the people’s reaction to in v 22 to what Jesus had said? 

4.
Read Luke 4:23-27. Do you think the people would have been more positive toward Jesus if he had performed the “signs” they wanted to see? Why or why not? Read John 5:39,40. What is Jesus saying about those who refuse to believe in him?
5.
Read Mark 7:24-29. Like the miracles of Elijah and Elisha that Jesus referred to, this account involves a woman who is not Jewish. Why does Jesus do what she asked? How does this illustrate the point Jesus was making to the people in Nazareth?  

6.
Read Luke 4:28-30. Why did the people become so angry at Jesus at this point? Read Acts 13:46. How does our passage describe what is explained here? What cautions does our passage suggest for us in living as Jesus’ followers?
