Read Luke 4:31-37. How is the initial response of the people in Capernaum to Jesus’ teaching different from that of the people in Nazareth? How is it similar? How does Jesus’ interaction with the demon affirm his authority as a teacher?

Read Luke 4:38-41. Over what different “realms” does Jesus demonstrate his authority? How does Jesus demonstrate his compassion for those who need healing and help?

Read Luke 4:42-44. What reason does Jesus give for declining the people’s request to stay with them? How can we reflect Jesus’ combination of compassion and teaching in our lives and our ministry as a church? Where do you go and what do you do when you need a break from pressure?

Read Matthew 11:20-24. Why did Jesus criticize the people of Capernaum (and other places where he had performed miracles), even though they had recognized and responded to his power? Read Luke 5:8, Luke 7:6,7 & Revelation 1:17a. What do these responses to Jesus include that was lacking on the part of those in Capernaum?
