       Luke 5:1-11

What is the best job you have ever had? Why? 

2.
Read Luke 5:1-3. This is not the first encounter Simon has had with Jesus; how would the experience described in Luke 4:38,39 have prepared Simon for Jesus’ request in 5:3? How might this request for help from a popular teacher have made Simon feel? 

3.
Read Luke 5:4-7. What additional commitment does Jesus’ second request require of Simon? What reasons can you think of for Simon to decline? How would you describe the kind of faith Simon exercised by agreeing to this request? How do you respond when Jesus’ instructions don’t make sense to you? 
4.
Read Luke 5:8-11. How would you explain Simon’s response in v. 8? Read Isaiah 6:1-8. How is Isaiah’s response in v. 5 similar to Simon’s response to Jesus in v.8? How can we maintain a healthy respect for Jesus while at the same time confidently embracing him as a “friend of sinners”?

How is Jesus’ invitation to “catch men” similar to the Lord’s invitation to Isaiah in Isaiah 6:8? How do you account for Simon’s (and his companions’) willingness at this point to follow Jesus completely and without question? What do both of these accounts suggest about the kind of people God is able to use?

Does Jesus expect all his followers to leave everything in order to follow him? If not, why not? If so, in what sense? Read Matthew 10:37-39. What does it look like for “regular” followers to live out this kind of commitment?   
7.
When was the last time you felt God was asking you to do something you thought was impossible? How did you respond? What is on your “impossible list” now? How can we pray for you?
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
