Hebrews 10:1-25                    Week of September 21, 2014
1.
Have you ever missed out on an opportunity because you thought it sounded too good to be true? Explain.

Read Hebrews 10:1-4. How would you summarize the main point the author is making in these verses?
3.
Read Psalm 40:6-8. What was God looking for even while the sacrificial system was in place?

The author of Hebrews applies this Psalm to Jesus (Heb 10:4-8). What does Jesus’ sacrifice accomplish for us (Heb. 10:10,14,16,17)?


4.
Read Hebrews 10:14. The tense of the verb “perfected” refers to a completed action, while the tense of “being sanctified” speaks of an ongoing process. In what sense are we already “perfected” because of what Christ did for us (see also Romans 5:1)? 

How does 1 John 3:2 describe the completion of the sanctifying process?
5.
Read Hebrews 10:19-21. On a scale of one to ten, how confident do you feel in approaching God? Explain. 

According to these verses, on what basis can we approach God with full confidence?

Read Hebrews 10:22-25. What are the three responses (“let us”) that the author encourages based on Christ’s provision for us?

What truth from this passage or from Sunday’s message is most encouraging to you? Why?
