Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

Describe a time when you have seen the truth of the statement “like father, like son (or daughter)” in your life or someone else’s.

Read John 5:17-20. From v. 18, what are the two charges the Jewish officials have against Jesus? 

What kinds of “work” does God do every day (including the Sabbath)? 

Read Colossians 1:15-18. How does Jesus share in this “work”? 

Since the Jews believed that nothing God did could be considered a violation of the Sabbath, why would they take offense at Jesus’ response in v. 17?

How does Jesus’ explanation in vv. 19,20 demonstrate his dependence on God? 

How does it show his equality with God?

Read John 5:21-29. What two prerogatives does Jesus claim to share with God (vv. 21,22)? 

How would you respond to someone who claimed to have the ability to give life and the authority to execute judgment?

Which of the two prerogatives that Jesus claims could be verified by observation? 

How have Jesus’ previous actions “hinted” at his control over life (see John 5:50,51 & 5:8,9)? 

If Jesus can show the Jewish authorities that he has control over life (as he will with Lazarus, John 11), do you think they should be willing to accept his claim to also have the authority to judge? Why or why not?

Read Philippians 2:5-11. How does this passage affirm both Jesus’ equality with God and his submission to God?

How would you explain the promise of v. 24 in your own words?
