Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

Hebrews 4:1-11                     Week of June 22, 2014
1.
What is your idea of a perfect, relaxing vacation?

2.
In Deuteronomy 12:10, God’s promise of ‘rest’ specifically related to the Promised Land. Hebrews 3 explains that Israel forfeited that rest (3:18,19). Read Hebrews 4:1-11. How do you think the First Century believers facing persecution felt when they learned that God’s promise of rest was still available? 

3.
What indications are there in Hebrews 4:1-11 that God’s promise of rest was not limited to the original offer of the Promised Land? 

Read Hebrews 4:4,9&10. How does God’s rest after his work of creation relate to the rest that he offers to believers? 


4.
Read Exodus 6:7 and Leviticus 26:12. What else did God promise his people in addition to the Promised Land itself? 

Read Matthew 11:28. How is Jesus’ promise of rest similar to the rest God offered to Israel? How is it different?

Read Deuteronomy 6:10-12. How is the warning in these verses similar to that in Hebrews 4:1 and 11? 

How do the warnings in Hebrews 4:1 & 11 relate to the warning against drifting in 2:1?

What action does the author call for in Hebrews 4:2 as a protection against the unbelief and disobedience of Israel’s example? 

How do the author’s earlier instructions to “pay attention” (2:1) and to “consider Jesus” (3:1) relate to his call to have faith in 4:2?

What appeals to you most about God’s promise of rest?
