Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

Hebrews 11:7                    Week of October 19, 2014
1.
What current issue in our culture do you think poses the greatest challenge to Biblical Christianity? Why?
2.
Read Hebrews 11:7. Read also Genesis 6:17 and Genesis 2:5 & 6. How did God’s warning require Noah to have faith concerning “things not yet seen”? 

How do you think you would have responded to the instruction to build a boat in similar circumstances?
3.
Read Genesis 6:5-9. How is Noah contrasted with the rest of humanity? 

How do you react to God’s wholesale condemnation of humanity except for Noah and his family (opinion)? Why? 




Read Deuteronomy 32:4 and Job 34:10. How can we understand God’s justice and righteousness in light of the judgment of the flood?
4.
Nowhere in the Genesis account of Noah is there any mention of interaction between Noah and other people. Yet 2 Peter 2:5 calls Noah “a preacher of righteousness” and Hebrews 11:7 says that he “condemned the world.” Do you think Noah’s ministry included verbal “preaching” (opinion)? Why or why not? 
5.
Read Matthew 5:13-16. Christians differ on what it means to be salt and light in a decaying society. Does your understanding tend to favor “ministry by words” or “ministry by presence”? Explain. 

How do you respond to the quote often attributed to Francis of Assisi: “Preach the gospel always, and if necessary, use words.”

Hebrews 11:39 says that all of the examples of faith “did not receive what was promised.” How can this be true of Noah since he and his family were delivered through the flood?
