Romans 8:28-39                    Week of November 2, 2014

How do you respond (or want to respond) when someone tells you “don’t worry, it will all work out in the end”?

Read Romans 8:28-30. Verse 28 speaks of “the good” and “his purpose.” What specifically is this verse promising, and what is it not promising? 

How does verse 29 explain what God’s purpose is for us as believers? 

Who is the one responsible for the actions spoken of in all the verbs in these verses? 

What does this say about the reliability of the promise?

Read Romans 8:31-34. How would you summarize the point being made in these verses? 

Is Paul saying that as believers we will never face accusation or opposition? If not, what is he saying? 

Read 2 Timothy 4:1, 2 Corinthians 5:10 and 1 John 2:1. What difference does it make to know that the judge to whom we will answer is also our defense attorney?

Read Romans 8:35-39. What stands out to you from Paul’s list of things which he says cannot separate us from the love of Christ?

 Can you think of any difficulty that is not included in Paul’s list? 




Read 2 Corinthians 11:24-29. How does Paul’s experience give him credibility to speak on the subject of suffering?

What is particularly encouraging to you from this passage or from Sunday’s message?

Of the enemies listed in verses 35-39, which is the most real to you right now? How is it affecting you?
