Hebrews 11:23-29                    Week of November 16, 2014
1.
What is your favorite tradition for celebrating Thanksgiving? 

What is one thing you are especially thankful for this year?

Read Hebrews 11:23-28. In Jewish thinking, the name of Moses was synonymous with “the Law.” How do you think the Hebrew Christians who first received this letter would have responded to this summary of Moses’ life which emphasizes his faith and makes no mention of the Law?

3.
Read Genesis 2:1-10. How did the actions of Moses’ parents demonstrate faith? 

Hebrews 11:23 says that it was by faith that Moses’ parents hid him for three months “because they were not afraid of the king’s edict.” How would you answer someone who said that hiding the baby showed fear or a lack of faith?

Read Hebrews 11:24-27 and Exodus 2:11-15. In what ways did Moses choose to identify with his Hebrew heritage? 

What did it cost him? 

How would Moses’ example be an encouragement to the first century Christians who were facing persecution for their faith? 

How can it be an encouragement to us?

Read Matthew 23:23, John 5:39,40,46, and Galatians 3:11,23,24. Why were Jesus and Paul so hard on the Pharisees and others who taught that it was necessary to follow the Law in order to please God? 


Read Romans 12:1. If we are “not under the law,” what motivation do we have to live a life that pleases God?

Who is your favorite among the heroes of faith that we have looked at in Hebrews 11? 

What makes them your favorite?
