Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

John 1:19-51                      Week of March 8, 2015
1.
If you just found out some really exciting news, who are the first three people you would tell?
2.
Read John 1:19-28. What do we learn about how John (the Baptist) views 1) himself and 2) his ministry? 

What do you notice about how John answers the Jewish leaders’ questions?

3.
Read Matthew 3:1-10 and Mark 1:5. How did the response of people in general to John’s message compare with that of the Jewish leaders? 

What specifically about John’s ministry and  message might the Jewish leaders have objected to? 


Read 1 Corinthians 11:32 and Revelation 3:19. What do these verses say about who should repent and the purpose of repentance?
4.
In verses 29 and 36 John refers to Jesus as the “Lamb of God,” a title which had not previously been used of the Messiah. Read Exodus 12:3-13,  Leviticus 4:32,33, and Isaiah 53:7,10. How is the role of the lamb in these passages similar to what Christ did?
5.
Read John 1:35-51. How do these verses demonstrate the importance of personal relationships in people coming to faith? 

How much do we have to know about Jesus before we can invite someone else to “come and see” him? 

6.
If Jesus asked you the question he asked the two disciples of John in v. 38 (“what are you seeking”), how would you answer? 

7.
John uses over a dozen different names or titles for Jesus in chapter 1 of his Gospel. Which of the names have the most significance to you? Explain.
