1.
What is one quality that you most admire in a great leader?
2.
Read John 3:22-26. Read also Mark 7:1-8 and Mark 1:4. How is the ceremonial washing of the Jews different from the baptism that John preached? 

How does the response of John’s disciples to Jesus differ from John’s own response in 1:29,30,36? 

Why do you think John’s disciples responded as they did? 
3.
Read 1 Corinthians 3:3-9. How does this passage explain the kind of “competition” that existed between the followers of different teachers? 



How have you seen this kind of competition between different groups of believers? 

How can we guard against it?
4.
Read John 3:27-30. What perspective did John have that allowed him to find joy in the decrease of his own influence? 

The goal of a leader is sometimes described as “working himself or herself out of a job.” How can John’s example help keep us from taking ourselves too seriously? 
5.
Read John 3:31-36. From these verses, in what ways is the one who is “from above” (Jesus) superior to John the Baptist (or any other teacher)? 

What similarities are there between these verses and what Jesus told Nicodemus in 3:10-13? 



How is John’s response to these truths different from what we know of Nicodemus’ response?
