Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

John 4:1-42                     Week of May 3, 2015
1.
What is the most “different” place that you have ever visited? Describe how you felt and reacted to those differences.
2.
Read John 4:1-9. List some of the ways the woman Jesus speaks with is different from Nicodemus, with whom Jesus spoke earlier (John 3:1,10; see also 4:18). 

What do you think is the significance of John’s statement that Jesus “had to” go through Samaria, even though this was not the “preferred route” for many Jews?
3.
Read John 4:10-26. How is this woman’s response to Jesus similar to that of Nicodemus? 

How is it different? Note the progression in how she addresses Jesus in vv. 9,11,15,19,29.  




Do you think the woman’s comment in v 20 is a genuine interest, or a diversionary tactic (opinion)? 

What questions or issues you have seen people bring up when a spiritual conversation starts getting too personal? 

What can we learn from how Jesus responds to her?

Read Matthew 15:8 and John 17:17. How do you understand Jesus’ statement that those who worship God are to worship him “in spirit and truth”? 

What traditions or practices in our worship might be at odds with the kind of worship God wants from us? 

How can we be open to new expressions of worship without being in danger of compromising truth?

 Read John 4:28-42. What principles are demonstrated here that we can apply in sharing our faith with others?
6.
If Jesus was willing to cross social and cultural barriers to go to Samaria, what are some present day “Samarias” that we could reach? How could we start?
As your group prays, ask God to give you his heart for people he is preparing to be reached – even if they are “outsiders.”
