Read John 4:39-42. What kind of response did he receive in Samaria?

Read Matthew 14:54-58. How does this passage explain how the people in Jesus’ hometown viewed him? 

How is the “welcome” of the Galileans in John 4:45 different from that of the Samaritans?

Read John 4:46-50. What was the official’s reason for coming to Jesus? 

What event or circumstance in your life motivated you to investigate Jesus? 

How do you think the official felt when he heard Jesus’ response in v. 48? 

What difference does it make to your understanding that “you” in v. 48 is plural?

What evidence(s) of faith do you see in the official’s response to Jesus? 

What evidence is there that Jesus was pleased with the official’s response?

Read John 4:51-54. How does the response of the official’s servants and family confirm the reality of his faith?
