Read John 6:1-3 & Mark 6:12-13, 30-32. What difference does it make to know that the feeding of the 5000 follows the events that Mark describes? 

How do you feel or respond when you feel imposed upon by the needs of others?

Read John 6:4-13. Describe a humanly impossible situation that you have faced. 

How did your response to the impossibility compare with that of Philip and Andrew their situation? 


Why do you think Jesus involved his disciples in evaluating the situation and in meeting the need? 

What do you think he wanted them to understand about themselves? About him?

Read John 6:14,15. Does it surprise you that Jesus withdrew from the crowd? Explain. 

If the people saw in Jesus the fulfillment of Moses’ prediction (Deuteronomy 18:15), what else might they have expected Jesus to do? 

Read John 18:36. How does Jesus’ response to Pilate explain Jesus’ response to the crowd?
