What does Martha’s response tell us about how she understood the promise Jesus had made to her earlier (v. 23) that Lazarus would rise again? 
3.
Read Jesus’ prayer in John 11:41 & 42. What does Jesus ask God for? 

What does he not ask God for? 

Read John 5:19-21. How does the raising of Lazarus demonstrate Jesus’ relationship with his Father? 

Read John 5:25-29. How does the raising of Lazarus demonstrate the authority Jesus claimed for himself in 5:25? 

What other authority does Jesus claim for himself in v. 27?

The raising of Lazarus is the last of the seven “sign” miracles in John’s Gospel. Review quickly the others (2:1-12, 4:43-54, 5:2-16, 6:1-14, 6:16-21, and 9:1-41). How is this miracle different from the earlier ones? 

Read John 11:45 & 46. What are the two reactions to this miracle?

Read John 11:45-53. What reason do the Jewish authorities give for their opposition to Jesus? 

Read the parable about a different man named Lazarus in Luke 16:19-31. How does the parable reflect the attitude of the authorities to the raising of Lazarus?

Paraphrase what you think Caiaphas meant by his statement in John 11:50. 


What was the unintended meaning of his statement (vv. 51 & 52)? 

Read Acts 2:22 & 23. What does this say about the sovereignty of God working through Caiaphas?

Read John 11:54-57. What does v. 56 suggest about the growing popularity of Jesus? 

What truth about Jesus from John 11 is most encouraging to you? Why?
