John 14:1-11; 16-18           Week of Nov. 1, 2015 (week 8 of 10)
1.
Have you ever been separated from a loved one and then reunited? How did it feel to be separated? To be reunited?
2.
Read John 14:1-3. How do Jesus’ earlier comments in 13:33 & 36 help to explain the disciples’ fear? 

What does Jesus say in 14:1-3 to calm their fears? 

In what way do you think the disciples would have been comforted, even though they clearly didn’t understand everything Jesus was saying? 

What do you find comforting about the promise of heaven? 

What more would you like to know?

Read John 14:4-6. From Thomas’ question in v. 5, what did he misunderstand about what Jesus said in v. 4? 

How does Jesus’ explanation in v. 6 clarify what Thomas needed to know? 
4.
Read Deuteronomy 5:33, Psalm 25:4, 26:3, 16:11 & Matthew 7:14. How would Scriptures like these have helped the disciples to understand what it meant for Jesus to be the way, truth and life?

How would you respond to someone who says that it is bigoted for Christians to claim that Jesus is the only way to God?

Read John 14:7-11. How is Philip’s question in v 8 similar to Thomas’ question in v. 5? 

How is it different? 

How many times in these verses does Jesus claim to be equal to God (list them, or underline them in your Bible)? 


Read John 1:14,18 and Hebrews 1:3. How would understanding Jesus’ unity with the Father have been comforting to the disciples? 

How can it be comforting to us?
6.  Read John 14:16-18. What do these verses show about the relationship between Jesus, God and the Holy Spirit? 

How can the promise of these verses give us comfort right now (before heaven), even when we face troubling circumstances?
Before your group prays, ask your group to pray with you about any troubling situation that you are facing. Then pray together.
