Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

John 16:16-33           Week of Jan. 10, 2016 (week 1 of 10)
1.
What word or phrase best sums up your Christmas and New Years holidays? (Elaborate if you would like to.)

Read John 16:16-22. If the disciples have heard what Jesus has been saying about leaving them and returning to the Father, how do you think they felt when he now told them that they would see him again in a little while? 

How would the image of a woman giving birth prepare the disciples for the extreme emotions they would experience between now and Jesus’ resurrection in 3 days?

What is the significance of Jesus’ assertion (in v. 22) that after his resurrection, no one will take their joy from them? 

How often do you consciously reflect on the fact of Jesus’ resurrection? 

What difference do you think it might make if we thought more about it?


4.
What do you find hardest to understand about the concept of prayer, or what questions about prayer would you like to have answered? 

Read John 16:23-28. How do you understand what it means to pray in Jesus’ name (note the phrase repeated in vv. 23, 24, 26)? 

Read John 14:13,14 and 1 John 5:14,15. How do these verses help to explain what it means to pray in Jesus’ name?

Read 1 John 2:1, Ephesians 3:12, Hebrews 7:25 and Romans 8:34. What difference does it make when we pray to know that Jesus has paid for our sins once and for all and now sits at God’s side?

Read John 16:28-33. How do you think the disciples felt about Jesus response (v. 31) to their expression of confidence (vv. 29,30)? 

Why do you think Jesus might have responded as he did? 

How can we reconcile the promise that “no one will take your joy from you” (v. 22) with the reality that in the world you will have trouble (v.33)? 
As your group prays, thank God for his promise of peace and pray for each other in any troubling circumstances that you are facing.
