Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

1.
Describe something that you do in a particular way because that’s how you observed your parents (or someone else) do it.

Read Mark 1:35, Luke 6:12, Luke 9:28-29. What difference does it make to know that Jesus prayed? 

What kinds of things do the writers say he prayed for?

Read John 17:1-5. How would you answer someone who says it was not appropriate for Jesus to ask God to glorify him? 

Read Philippians 2:6-9. What different “stages” of Jesus’ glory are described here, and how does this relate to Jesus’ prayer in John 17?

Read Matthew 6:9,10. How is Jesus’ request in John 17 similar to the opening request of what we sometimes call “the Lord’s Prayer” in Matthew 6? 

What connection do you see between God’s glory and Jesus’ glorification?

Read John 14:6. What claim did Jesus make for himself in this verse? 

How does Jesus’ definition of eternal life in John 17:3 expand on what he said in 14:6? 

How significant is it that Jesus said “this is eternal life...” in 17:3 instead of “this is how a person can receive eternal life”?

Read  John 17:6-8. In your own words, describe the kind of relationship that Jesus says his disciples have with his teachings. 


Read John 6:29. How does the requirement of this verse compare with the disciples’ response in John 17:8? 

What encouragement do you think the disciples felt hearing what Jesus said in vv. 6-8? 

What encouragement do you find in what he said?
