Discussion Questions for Small Groups or personal study

1.

Read John 17:9-19. Who is Jesus praying for in this section of his prayer (see v. 9)? 

Make a list of the things he mentions in his prayer that he has already done for his followers. 

Now list the requests he makes for these first followers (summarize in your own words). 

How can what Jesus has already done for us give us confidence to trust him for things that haven’t happened yet?

Read John 3:16,17. How does God’s attitude toward “the world” in these verses fit with what Jesus says about “the world” in his prayer? 

Read 1 Corinthians 5:9-13. How does this passage help explain what our attitude toward “the world should be?

Read  John 15:3 and Colossians 3:16,17. How do these verses help us understand the request Jesus makes in John 17:17? 

5.
Read John 17:20-26. How many times does Jesus refer to the unity he wants his followers to have with each other (list them)? 

What do verses 21 & 23 say is the purpose of our unity? 

How does unity among Christians accomplish this purpose? 

How does disunity work against it?

Read John 17:13. “These things” may refer either to this prayer, or to all of Jesus’ teaching on this evening (John 13-17). Either way, how would Jesus’ words have given the disciples (and us) joy? 

What promises or requests from Jesus’ prayer are especially encouraging to you? 
As your group prays, include giving thanks for those things Jesus mentions that he has already accomplished for us.
