Read John 18:1-3. Why do you think Jesus stayed in a place where he knew Judas could find him? 

The garden mentioned in 18:1 is Gethsemane, where Jesus prayed on the same evening. Read Matthew 26:36-46. How do you think Jesus’ time of prayer would have helped prepare him for the events recorded in John 18?

Read John 18:4-9. What indications do you see in these verses that Jesus was in control of what was happening to him? 

What might explain why the soldiers and Jewish leaders “drew back and fell to the ground” when Jesus identified himself?

Jesus’ response in 18:6 (& 8) was actually “I am” (the word ‘he’ is  in italics, indicating that it was added by the translators). Read John 8:24,57-58 & 13:18-19. What difference does it make to know that the phrase “I am” is how God identified himself to his people in the Old Testament? 

How had the Jewish leaders responded earlier when Jesus identified himself the same way?

Read John 10:14-18. How do Jesus’ words and actions in John 18:1-9 support his claim to be “the good shepherd”? 

Does it surprise you that the soldiers granted the request Jesus made in 18:8? Why or why not?

Read Luke 22:34-38. Shortly before his arrest, Jesus had instructed his disciples to buy swords; why does he now reprimand Peter for using his? 

When is it appropriate for Christians to defend themselves or others? When is it not?

Read Romans 8:28. How does Jesus’ response to his arrest impact your understanding of the promise in this verse? Explain.
