Read James 1:13. How would you explain the difference between “trials” (vv. 1-12) and “temptation” discussed here? 

What reason does James give for saying God is not the source of temptation? 
3.
Read James 1:14 & 15. List the steps in the process of temptation that is described here. 

According to these verses, what is the ultimate source of any temptation we face? 

Read Genesis 3:6. How does Eve’s experience illustrate the process of temptation that James describes? 

At what point did Eve’s temptation become sin?


4.
Read Mark 7:20-23. How does Jesus’ teaching further explain what James says is and is not the source of temptation? 

Read Jeremiah 17:9. and Proverbs 6:27 & 28. What do these verses say to someone who thinks they can escape the dangers of temptation?
5.
Read James 1:16-18. How does the warning about being deceived (v 16) relate to the process described in vv 14 & 15? 

Read Genesis 3:4. How could Eve have protected herself against the serpent’s deception (see also Genesis 2:17)? 

Read Psalm 119:9,11. How can we guard against the deception of temptation?

How does the description of God in 1:17,18 contrast with the deceptiveness of temptation and sin? 


How can being confident of God’s character help us to resist temptation to sin?

Read Proverbs 4:23 and Galatians 5:16. What protection do these verses offer from the process of temptation James describes?
