Which of the three do you have the most difficulty with? 

How could v. 19 be applied to sending email when you are upset? 

Read Proverbs 10:19 and 17:27 & 28. What do these verses say about the importance of listening?

Read Joshua 24:14-16 & 21-24. According to v. 23 the people kept idols (foreign gods) even though they claimed allegiance to the true God. How does their example illustrate what James calls for in James 1:21? 

What does it mean to “receive” the Word?

Read James 1:22-25. What is the contrast that James is making in these verses? 

Read Matthew 7:24-27. How does what James says reinforce what Jesus taught?

Read Hebrews 4:12 & 13. In what ways is the image of God’s Word as a sword similar to the mirror James talks about?
