Read James 2:1-4. Summarize the principle in v. 1  in your own words. 

How does the example in vv. 2-4 illustrate the principle? 

Read John 7:24. What does it mean to judge by appearances?
3.
Read 1 Samuel 16:1, 6-13. What are the criteria mentioned in this passage that were not to be used in selecting a king? 

What criteria is to be used (v. 7)? 

Who is qualified to apply that criteria?  

In the example in James 2, was the problem that the readers had made a wrong distinction, or that they had made the distinction by themselves? Explain.

Read James 2:5-7. What does James say is God’s attitude toward those who are poor? 

How is the readers’ attitude different from God’s? 

Read John 19:38, Acts 4:36,37, and Job 42:12. How do these verses reconcile with what James says about the rich in 2:6,7? 

Read Leviticus 19:15. What might partiality in favor of the poor look like? 

Why is this condemned along with deferring to the great?

Read James 2:8-13. How would the “royal law” (v. 8) guard against the partiality James described in vv. 2-4? 

What words or phrases in these verses indicate how serious God considers showing partiality?

Read Colossians 3:12,13. How should God’s grace toward us help us guard against the partiality James tells us to avoid? 

The example in James calls for impartiality toward the rich and poor. What other categories of people today might we need to be especially careful to treat impartially?
